PROGRAMS



Each chapter should have a program chairman.   Programs should be arranged to carry out the objects and purposes of the SAR, which are to promote Patriotism, Historical and Educational themes and to perpetuate the memory of those patriots, who by their service and sacrifice during the American Revolution, achieved our independence.

Programs should be timely and topical.  Suggested times and themes are:  February, George Washington’s Birthday; June, Flag Day; July, Independence Day; September, Treaty of Paris and Constitution Week; October, Victory at Yorktown; and December,  Christmas.
