6.8
INSTALLATION OF CHAPTER OFFICERS

Each year the chapter receives nominations from the Nominations Committee for a slate of new officers.  In some chapters where they meet less frequently than monthly, they elect their officers for two-year terms.  For the sake of an example, the Lyman Hall Chapter is used:
1)
The Installing Officer will ask the designated chapter representative to escort the newly elected officers of the Lyman Hall Chapter, Georgia Society to their proper places.

2)
The designated representative will either go and escort the newly elected officers to the proper spot or he will call on the newly elected officers to come forward and stand in the designated spot.

3)
Once the new officers are in place the Escort will say “Compatriot (use official title of Installing Officer), I take great pleasure in presenting to you the newly elected officers of the Lyman Hall Chapter”.

4)
The Installing Officer will then say, “Gentlemen, having been duly elected to officer in the Lyman Hall Chapter, Sons of the American Revolution, do you promise and swear to support and defend the Constitution of the United States of America and the Constitution and Bylaws of the National Society, Sons of the American Revolution; and do you further promise and swear that you will faithfully discharge the duties of your office to the best of your knowledge and ability, and that you will, at all times, conduct yourself in a manner worthy of our Society, so help you God?”

5)
The officers respond, I do.

6)
The Installing Officer will then ask the out going Chapter President to present the President’s neck ribbon and badge to the President-elect and once presented the out-going President will then take his seat.

7)
The Installing Officer will then say, “President-elect _______________, it is now my privilege to present you with this gavel, as a symbol of the authority now vested in you.  Wield it, always, with dignity and honor”.

8) The installing Officer with then say, “Compatriots of the Lyman Hall Chapter, I have officially installed these new officers, duly elected by you.  May I now remind you of your obligation to them?  Assist, support and encourage them in the discharge of their duties, thus furthering the principles and purposes of the Sons of the American Revolution”.
