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NATIONAL,  STATE,  and  CHAPTER   PRESENTATION  OF  MEDALS  

The awards, medals, citations, plaques and trophies of the Society indicate the broad spectrum of SAR activities and interest.  To the traditional awards have been added new means of recognition of both members and non-members.   It is important that the Society’s membership become familiar with the significance, presentation and wearing of these awards and medals.


This section outlines the practices and procedures for many of the medals and awards for honoring SAR members, chapters, and non-members who have contributed to furthering the principles of the Sons of the American Revolution.  The criteria for presentation of medals and awards is outlined in the National Handbook which is online at the National web site, or a Handbook may be purchased from the Merchandise Department. There are limits on the number of times that certain medals may be awarded.

All awards and medals are presented in the name of the National Society of the Sons of the American Revolution.  The presentation should be made publicly with appropriate ceremony befitting the dignity and honor of the occasion.  Recommendations for State awards must be submitted on the appropriate form to the Medals & Awards Committee, and the Committee’s recommendations are sent to the Executive Committee for final review.  State awards are presented at the Society’s annual meeting.  The State Secretary shall make sure the presentations are entered and kept current in the Source Book.

It is the responsibility of a Chapter to maintain records of presentations by that Chapter since these are not entered in Source Book.  Chapter officers should become familiar with the criteria of awarding medals and certificates as outlined in Handbook. The Silver Good Citizenship Medal awarded by a Chapter must have approval of the State Medals & Awards Committee and the Executive Committee.

The cost of the medals and awards, as well as the cost of engraving or engrossing, must be borne by the organization (national, state, or chapter) making the presentation.


The National By-Laws describe the official insignia of the Society, and the procedure for wearing the official sash, ribbons, and insignia.  Members are requested to guard against insignia being available in resale shops.  An effort should be made to redeem them to the Society.


The insignia available and the current prices are published frequently in the SAR Magazine and are stated in the National Merchandise Catalog, which may be accessed on the National web site.

National awards are presented on Awards Night during the Annual Congress.


The Chairman of the State Medals and Awards Committee is a former State President appointed by the current President. Members are the Senior Vice President and the Regional Vice Presidents. 
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
