Following is an updated summary of awards and presentations for the Georgia Society at the 119th Annual National Congress. 

District

· The Georgia Society entrant for the Joseph Rumbaugh Oration was the third place winner nationally and we hope to schedule him to speak at the July BOM.

· Air Force JROTC, Chief Master Sgt. Thomas Treat, of Sandy Creek High School, Tyrone, Georgia, was the national third place winner of the Outstanding JROTC Cadet Award, sponsored by the Marquis de Lafayette Chapter.

· By my count, the Georgia Society mustered 20 men in uniform for the Annual Memorial Service, which I believe was the largest representation of a State Color Guard at the National Congress.

· The Georgia Society web site was not eligible for the best site award this year, having won it 3 years in a row, but will be eligible again this year.

Recognizing the Award Winning Georgia Society, its Chapters, and its Members at the 124th Annual Congress of the NSSAR, Greenville, SC

I will give a brief synopsis of what transpired at the 124th Annual Congress.  Then I will list the over 70 awards that the Georgia Society, its Chapters, and members received at the Congress. We had 23 members of the Georgia Society attend the 124th Annual Congress

First, and foremost, all four of our candidates for General office were elected.  J. Michael Tomme, Sr, Marquis de Lafayette Chapter, was elected Treasurer General in a contested race.  Larry T. Guzy, Capt John Collins Chapter, was elected Registrar General.  Robert F. Towns, Athens Chapter, was elected Historian General for another term.  Edward P. Rigel, Sr, Lyman Hall Chapter, was elected Surgeon General.  We also had 2 dual Georgia Society members elected to office.  President General Lindsey Brock and Chaplain General Rev. Dr. Randy Moody, both of the Florida Society.

Many outstanding youth were recognized at the Youth Awards Luncheon.  I will try to highlight a few of the happenings from the luncheon.

Americanism Poster Contest:  

1st Place went to a student sponsored by the North Carolina Society

2nd Place went to a student sponsored by the California Society

3rd Place was won by our own Drayton Kyle Simpson sponsored by the Blue Ridge Mountain Chapter – his poster will be on display at National Headquarters for the next year

Outstanding JROTC Cadet Award – Georgia Society had an entrant, but was not judged in the top 3

Knight Essay Contest – Georgia Society had an entrant, but was not judged in the top 3

Rumbaugh Orations Contest – Georgia Society had an entrant,  who did compete at National, but was not among the finalist (15 state societies were represented)

Eagle Scout Scholarship Award – Georgia Society had an entrant, but was not judged in the top 3 (44 state societies were represented)

From the Americanism Committee:

There were 15 state societies that had submitted posters to be judged and 7 state societies that submitted brochures for that contest.  The theme for the brochure contest will be changed, and starting next year will be a permanent theme to be used each year to better reflect what is being taught in the middle schools.  The theme will be “Founding Documents of the United States” and will consist of 6 different documents.  The poster contest theme will also be reviewed for future years, but next year it will be “George Rogers Clark” or “Lexington and Concord”.

As of 21 July, there are 31, 816 members of the National Society Sons of the American Revolution.  

As of the close of the 124th Congress, the application fee for Supplemental Applications is $60 (was $40) for National, and the Supplemental Application fee for the Family Plan is $30 (was $20).  This does not include State and Chapter fees.

CAAH State Challenge Campaign – 311 of our 1, 682 members of the Georgia Society have contributed.  That is 18% of our membership.  Georgia Society has given a  total of $305, 366 for an average of $182 per member.  The goal of the National Society was 20% of the membership and $250 per member.  The Georgia Society is 7th among Societies in total giving per Society.  As a Society we still have until 31 Dec to reach the goal of 20% of our Society members giving.

The SAR Foundation Capital Campaign which began in the year 2000 will end on 31 Dec 2014.  As of 1 Jan 2015, a new campaign will create “The 1776 society” to move forward with 2 primary purposes: creation of the world class SAR museum, and the creation of a new NSSAR Endowment Fund for the building.  The museum is planned for about 8,000 sq feet. The cost will be approximately $592 per sq ft.  An amount of $1776 will pay for 3 sq ft.  Contributions will be recognized for amounts as low as $25, which will pay for 0.05 sq ft.
