MILITIA GUARDSMEN OUTFIT
18.03.1   Description
The militia unit of the Georgia State Color Guard is the musket-firing unit.  As such, the uniform should be made of materials that are not readily combustible.  Cotton. Linen, canvas, and wool are considered to be safe for musketeers.  The militia outfits can be purchased form Jas Townsend, G. Gedney Godwin, and others.  Many militia members make their own outfits.  Unlike the Washington Guard, the militia guardsmen can wear powder horns, haversacks, bayonets, canteens, and other apparel typical of the period.

18.03.2  Cost

The cost of a militia uniform is much less than that of a Washington Guard uniform.  Since the militia outfit is usually purchased piecemeal, the following is an indicative cost (prices from James Townsend and Sons (Dec 2015)):
