18.5 Musicians

Live music can be an important addition to any Color Guard activity.  Music provides a cadence for marching in step and adds solemnity to an occasion such as a grave dedication.  Sources other than the Color Guard members may be necessary given the special talent needed to play such traditional instruments as the fife, drum, bugle, and bagpipe.  Other sources may be members of high school bands, Scottish heritage organizations, Boy Scouts, and Civil War and Revolutionary War re-enactors.

Color Guard Commanders will generally have a list of contacts to provide music for grave dedication ceremonies if the local sponsoring chapter does not have a source themselves.

The Operations Manual for a Revolutionary War Period Color Guard with Muskets and Musicians sold by the Kentucky Society of the Sons of the American Revolution discusses various aspects of musicians, their music, and their instruments and we will not duplicate that information here.
