18.06.2  Color Guard Awards and Honors

Other means of recognizing members of the State Color Guard may be presented at Color Guard or State Society annual awards banquets, or at State Society Board of Managers meetings.

Annual Awards Banquet – In Georgia, the Annual Color Guard Awards Banquet is usually held in early January and is traditionally used to recognize state level accomplishments of a wide variety:

· “Rookie of the Year” honors may be given to a new member of the Color Guard who in their first year participated in a significant number of events or who otherwise distinguished himself.

·  “Honor Guard” honors are given to State Color Guard members in recognition of attendance at 100 State and National events.

· “Senior Honor Guard” honors are given to State Color Guard members in recognition of attendance at 200 State and National events.

· Camp Follower Awards.

· Other Awards as determined by the State Color Guard Commander.

National Awards – From 1993 to 2003, “The President General’s Color Guard Award – Best State Society” was awarded at the national level.  The award was discontinued in 2004.  It recognized the most active and best publicized state society for the year based on the number of points reported by competing states.  A state was ineligible to compete for 1 year following 2 consecutive years of winning the award.  Winners of the award were:
