18.21.3.2 Point Redemption Procedure for Silver Color Guard Medal
It should be restated that a member must be in the Georgia Society SAR Color Guard for at least three years (36 months) before he can qualify for any Color Guard Medal.  This qualification period does not have to be consecutive.  Each member must accumulate 300 points before he qualifies for the Bronze Color Guard Medal.  He must then accumulate an additional 200 points by attending District or National Events to qualify for the Silver Color Guard Medal.  Final determinations are made by the State Color Guard Commander.
In the qualification period (3 years of participation) a Compatriot can accumulate points for his attendance in the events outlined. He may accumulate Silver Color Guard points at the same time as he accumulating Bronze Color Guard points.  (Caveat - see below)  Once the 200 – National Point level is reached, the Compatriot should forward his scoring sheet 18.30.1F to the Georgia Society SAR Color Guard Commander.  The Commander will review the Compatriot’s report and make a determination as to whether or not the Medal has been earned and forward on to the National Color Guard Commander for final determination.  Once the medal is issued, record keeping for that member needs to continue from the standpoint of points.

The issuance of the medal is based solely on point accumulation.  No other factors will be used to determine the Compatriot qualifications.  

Please remember.  You can only count attendance at a National event toward the qualification of either a Bronze or Silver Color Guard Medal, not both.
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
