Local Resident Receives Award

Paul Prescott of Woodstock, Georgia recently received the Bronze Color Guard Medal for his service in the Piedmont Chapter and Georgia Society, Sons of the American Revolution Color Guard.  Prescott, a member of the Piedmont Chapter, is Commander of the award winning Georgia Society Color Guard and qualified for this medal for serving three years in local and state events in uniform.

Additionally, Prescott received the Silver Color Guard medal for his service participating in uniform in national events throughout the South over the past three years.  The medal was presented at the Annual meeting of the Georgia Society in Athens by President General Nathan White, assisted by state President George Wheeless. 
The actual medal is struck on a circular planchet and on the obverse are depicted three Patriots, one playing a fife, one a drum and the third holding a Betsy Ross flag.  The medal was inspired by the famous painting, The Spirit of ’76 by Archibald W. Willard, considered by many to be the nation’s most inspirational painting of all-time.  Willard’s grandfather fought in the American Revolution.  The painting was completed in 1876 on the 100th anniversary of the signing of the Declaration of Independence.  A certificate accompanied the presentation. 

The Georgia Society consists of over 1200 members in 30 chapters located throughout Georgia.  Activities include a variety of programs to promote the patriotic, educational and historical interests resulting from the American Revolution.  Programs include Essay Contests for both High School students and Eagle Scouts, presentation of medals to College and High School ROTC students, Poster Contests for Elementary School students, American Revolution presentations to Elementary and Middle School students, presentation of medals to Public Safety officials, Revolutionary War Grave Dedications, Volunteer work with Veterans, presentation of Flag Certificates to deserving organizations and schools, and participation in historic battle sites observances and others.
